e The Holy Spirit has given you gifts.



o The Holy Spirit decides what gifts you will be given (1Cor. 12:4, 11).
= Don’t be envious of others’ gifts.
o These gifts are to be used to serve and help others in the church
(1Cor. 12:4-7).
= They are not a spiritual badge of honor.
o Don’t spend too much time trying to figure out your gifts, just start
serving and helping others.
= The Holy Spirit will guide you as you start moving towards
serving others.
o You will be held accountable for your gifts.

TIME TO FIT IN!

e Put all your “excuses” aside. The Bible never makes exceptions in this area.

¢ |If you choose to “keep your distance”, you will end up being a misfit.

¢ You will never fully experience the life and power of the Holy Spirit until
you decide to actively fit in to the church.
